Down’s Syndrome

Related to maternal age: 1 in 2450 for mother’s age 25 and
1 in 100 for mother’s age 40; more total Down’s babies are born to mothers under the age of 35 because more babies are born to mothers under the age of 35.

Klinefelter’s Syndrome
1 in 500 to 1 in 1000 live male births; variants with multiple extra X chromosomes the rate = 1 in 50,000
